Final exam guidelines

Final exam=~60 points (~18% of total grade)
Lectures 1-35/36
Chapters 1-10 + handouts and papers:  
What to expect?  The final exam points will be approximately split between:

“New material”—Lectures 30-35/36

“Old material”—Lectures 1-29

“The big picture” question

~20 pts each.

When studying for the new material---Just do what you’ve done for every quiz---Review the lectures, match up the text material, both the written explanations and the figures used in lectures.  Review additional material you’ve been asked to look at (links/videos…).  Practice

When studying for the “old material”-- focus on the major themes for each section of material and review the big concepts (rather than memorizing specific details of all the tables in the chapter).  Read the titles of each chapter and of the sections that were covered and try to list 5-10 key concepts that were covered….then review your notes from lecture. 
The remaining ~20 points will come from a single question concerning a typical immune response from beginning to end.  It will require you to put together events related to innate and adaptive immunity and to discuss how innate and adaptive immunity are linked to each other.  Think about the common events of immune responses, but also what is unique to different types of pathogens…Use a chronological order to lay out the important events in an immune response. 
Suggestions for study:

· Use old topics lists and your quizzes and notes taken on quizzes.  Use your notes and the uploaded powerpoints and the associated parts of the textbook.   (Do not get bogged down in memorizing ANY gene/protein names that were not stressed in the lectures).  However if a molecule, process, structure, or specific text figure was used multiple times, in several lectures, the details are likely important!  
·  Practice! 


Try to write out processes, definitions and pathways.  Draw important sketches ahead of 
time.  This is a tried and true path to success.  You’ll be surprised how much less time it takes 
to organize your thoughts if you’ve written/drawn it previously.   However, DON’T miss the point of a question because you have practiced a different question! 
For the question concerning a typical immune response ---Again Practice!  Think of an infection you’ve had in your lifetime and the series 
of events that 
must have occurred in your body for you to recover! Organize sections that you will use to explain!  A 20-point answer does not have to be 5 pages! If you are prepared and practiced, you are less likely to wander and say more than you need to.
