You should make a separate Citations/References/Bibliography section at t he end of your paper that lists, in alphabetical order, the references you used.  Every reference should include.

Author names

Title of the article

Journal in which the article was published

Volume and year of the article

Pages of the article in the journal
For example:

Smith B, Jones R, and Barker T.   The Tuskegee Syphilis study revealed.  The Journal of Health Disparities (1977).  Volume 44. Pages 19-22.

Books can be sited in the following way:

Author (Last name)

Book title

Publisher, Year published
